Visitors experience the crackling sound of bamboo and the mesmerizing sight of
numerous paper lanterns drifting over the sea, making it an iconic summer
tradition in the region. At the fishing harbor, you can enjoy the fireworks display so
close that you feel like you're being rained upon, and despite its small scale, you'll
be able to experience excitement that can’t be experienced anywhere else.
